On poor granite soils, protected from the Atlantic influence by the mountains, the vineyards of this part of the
country see the ripening of grapes which have a relatively high natural acidity and which bring finesse and

PRODUCTION NOTES

Harvested by hand. Short pre-fermentation maceration, fermentation on the skins for 6-8 days, with regular ‘I ” ‘l “l
pumping over. After alcoholic fermentation, the wine is separated from the solid followed by the malolactic
fermentation. Aging in French oak barrels and stainless steel vats.
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
